Hint: For safety and ease of assembly shim and
secure the frame into the opening per product
installation instructions prior to installing the
door panels.
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Assembling the Unit

1. Remove head jamb and side jamb part stops and set
aside in a safe location for reinstallation. See figure 1.

Install the panel(s) from the
exterior, setting the bottom
of the panel into place first
and then tilting into place. >
See figure 4.

5. Pre-drill 1/2" deep screw holes through the frame
brackets into the panels using a 1/8” drill bit. Insert and
tighten the #7 x 3/4” screws through the head and jamb
brackets. See figure 5.

6. Pre-drill screw holes
through the sill

brackets into the sill Z‘szvx“
using a 7/64" drill bit.
Attach the sill brackets Sill bracket

with #6 x 1/4" screws.
See figure 6.

to panel. :

7. Apply silicone sealant along the bottom of the paneland
sill joint. See figure 7.

8. Install head jamb and side jamb part stops. See
figure 8.
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9. Setsill gasket onthe sill and press it tight up against the
door panels. Using the sill gasket as a guide, pre-drill
7/64" holes through
the sill at each hole in
the sill gasket. Fasten
sill gasket to the sill
with #6 x 1/4" screws.
See figure 9.

10. Place mull base flush with the edge on one of the
panels. Drill 1/8" pilot holes 3" in from each end and
spaced 12" apart through the mull base and 1/2” into
the door panel. See figure 10.

11. Fasten mull base to the door panel using #7 x 2"
screws. Fasten mull cap using 1 1/2” finish nails. See
figure 11.
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
